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In 2014 when Simon and Helen Payne were just two ordinary parents, juggling work-life
balance when they had an idea to start a new business which would allow them to
spend more time at home with their children. What began with countless hours and
weekends trawling car boots and markets to find stock to sell on eBay, soon Helen and
Simon started to pioneer a sustainable method of resale. In 2021 they became a
sustainable partner with JD Sports.

With increased success, the company is growing day by day, their husband and wife duo
soon became a team of nine employees with plans to expand even more! Of course, not
forgetting the cutest member of staff Custard, the ‘family’ dog who enjoys being part of
the team.

An important part of
